Declarations of interest  There were no declarations of interest
3.
Co-Option to Council  There were four expressions of interest in the two vacancies on the council.  It was agreed that the candidates be intereviewed by Councillor J Millar, N Perie, W Maddox and E Young who would report back to the council for final decision.

4.
Diamond Jubilee 2012  Councillor Thurlow suggested that councillors may like to consider an event or project  to mark the Queens Diamond Jubilee in 2012.  This could be a street party, displays or book of memories.  It was also suggested that a seat and tree could be considered in one or possibly two locations.  All Councillors were asked to give the possibilities some consideration and report back to the next meeting.
5. Annual Accounts 2010/2011  Councillors were provided with copies of the Annual Accounts, bank reconciliation and assets register for consideration.  Following discussion it was resolved that the accounts be accepted and signed by the Chairman.
It was noted that the council held an account for Dalton Market which no longer existed.
